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Project Approach, Methodology, Capabilities & Safety

As a best in class general contractor, we prioritize safety above all else. We’ve completed a multitude of
underground utility work, both as a self performing general contractor and as a construction manager
overseeing a primary civil contractor. We’ve successfully completed projects for the Water & Power
Authority in two of the most traversed and high profile areas on island. We navigated the complexities of
working in Christiansted for the WAPA Phase II Electrical Underground project, specially concerns
pertaining to vehicular traffic plans, pedestrian safety, homeowner and business interruption logistics.
While completing the WAPA Midland Substation, we orchestrated the installation of a conduit and duct
bank across the busiest intersection of the Melvin Evans Highway all within a 24hr. period. That including
coordination with the Department of Public Works, WAPA and the VI Police Department. We were able
to generate a traffic safety plan that was approved by all the aforementioned entities, sawcut and trench
across the highway, install the electrical conduit, encase the duct bank in concrete, backfill atop the duct
bank with flowable fill (lean concrete), and reinstall asphalt paving in accordance of the Federal
Specification outlined through DPW all within a single day.

There is no other company on island with our technical abilities and management staff to execute our
project plans to perfection. We pride ourselves on our preparation and commitment to utilizing local
subcontractors and suppliers.

Staffing

This job will have a full time Project Manager and Superintendent assigned to it.
A Project Executive will be involved from a high level to ensure safety, quality and schedule are
maintained.
We anticipate a Foreman, 2 4 Operators, 3 6 Helpers, 1 Concrete Tradesmen and 3 4 Laborers
will be assigned to this project from the self perform capacity of JBC. Three of the laborers will
mainly be assigned to traffic control and flagging as required.
Our Electrical subcontractor will maintain a Superintendent or General Foreman, 2 3 Electricians
and Helpers.

We intend to continuously monitor our productivity against our baseline schedule and adjust our
labor resources accordingly to accelerate our schedule as necessary.

Project Plan

We’d request a coordination meeting amongst WAPA, VIYA, VIWMA, viNGN and any other
municipality that may have existing utilities in the proposed path of excavation. We’d request that
all known points of intersection with the proposed line(s) be marked with surveying paint for
clarity. If the path was previously examined by a GPR machine, we’d request the as built results
so we can inform our operators of possible obstructions to mitigate potential damage.

Mobilization to the site. Prior to mobilization, our team congregates at our central warehouse
where we then outline the project, discuss our traffic plans, appoint resources to specific tasks
and thoroughly review our Job Safety Analysis (JSA). All involved parties sign the JSA and
acknowledge that the approach and potential hazards have been reviewed and engineered out
for their safety.
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We’d establish approved traffic plan.

We’d layout all the paths to be trenched i.e. the main duct banks and ancillary service duct banks.
Gain approval from our assigned WAPA representative prior to saw cutting. We’d also utilize a
GPR machine to ensure that we can excavate responsibly to limit the amount of obstructions
encountered. Upon approval we’d utilize our inhouse walk behind asphalt saws to cut the asphalt.
We’d concurrently have a separate crew start saw cutting the asphalt (if applicable) for the duct
banks.

We’re intending to trench approximately 200 250 linear feet per day on average utilizing
Backhoes, Excavator or Trencher.

Once the excavation is far enough ahead to create a safe working area, our electrical
subcontractor will start installation of conduit and other underground devices.

The cover concrete will be placed as we proceed with the installation of the conduit.

We  plan  not  to  have  any  open  trenches  at  the  end  of  the  work  day,  but  any  open  trench not 
completed by the close of the workday will have adequate control barriers to protect roadway 
traffic.

Throughout the entire process, we’re conscious of dust control and will have means to maintain
the level of disturbed dust created while trenching and backfilling the roadway.
